· Do I maintain a consistent focus in my writing?

· Do I answer the class research questions creatively and realistically in my story?

· Have I used at least 5 sources?

· Can I answer the questions:

· “Why is my character writing his/her story?”

· “Who is the audience?”

Organization:
· Do I have a strong lead that sets the stage?

· Do I have a developed middle with an obvious climax?

· Have I created a satisfying ending to my story?

· Is the story told in an order that makes sense and flows naturally?

· Does the exposition and resolution fit your ideas and purpose?

Style:

· Does my paper have personality?

· Do I show how my character thinks and feels?

· Do I use carefully crafted words and phrases?  

· Do I use words appropriate to the region?

· Are my words chosen carefully for my intended audience?

· Do I use figurative language and other stylistic devices to enhance my story?

· Are my sentence structures clear and varied?

GUMS:

· Did I take risks in sentence structure and complexity?

· Did I choose the best sentence formations to convey my meaning?

· Is my grammar, spelling, punctuation, and capitalization correct?
