DURATION OF LESSON: 30 minutes 
 
ACTIVITY OUTLINE 

• Discuss the meaning of the character education word of the month – orderliness:  arranging things to make your day 
easier. 
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• Discuss what orderliness is and how it is a necessary skill at school and at home. 

• Read the book Max Cleans Up by Rosemary Wells to students after making predictions from the title and cover artwork 
and discuss narrative elements of the story during the reading.  

• Tell students that first they are going to learn about orderliness at school. Have students look around the room and find 
things that are in their place already and those things that need to be put back in their proper places. Discuss how 
arranging those items makes classroom work easy to accomplish. Let students move about the room and put things back 
where they belong. 

• Instruct students to have a seat on the carpet when they think the room is in order. 

• Take pictures of the major classroom areas (computers, sink, tables, cubbies, trash cans, bathroom, etc.) once they are in 
order and print pictures for teachers to place on the walls above the areas showing students how the areas should look 
after they have finished working there.  

• Have students complete the orderliness at home worksheet (see end of document) to demonstrate transference of skills 
from the previous exercise. 

• Once students have completed their work, have them sit on the carpet, read a book, and wait for others to finish. 
 
MODIFICATIONS FOR DIFFERENTIATED LEARNING 

• Visual –Post pictures of the classroom once students have put it in order in those areas as visual cues for how the 
classroom should be arranged to make the school day easier. 

• Auditory – Repeat directions for worksheet several times and answer questions that are posed; use sound field 
microphone for voice clarity. 

• Kinesthetic – Students will put things in the classroom into their proper places demonstrating orderliness. 
 

EVALUATION 

• Collect worksheets and enter students’ responses into kindergarten portfolio spreadsheet. Use rubric format to assess 
student responses.  

 
CONCLUSION 

• Remind students that orderliness means arranging things to make your day easier and that teachers and classmates are 
watching for orderliness so a student from their class can be nominated to attend the Dragon Diner with Ms. Kenney.
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
