DURATION OF LESSON: 30 minutes 
 
ACTIVITY OUTLINE 

• Discuss the meaning of the character education word of the month – peace:  proving you care more about each other 
than winning an argument. 

• Discuss what argument means and have students give examples. 
• Read the book Are You Still Mad? by Ellen Weiss to students after making predictions from the title and cover artwork and 

discuss narrative elements of the story during the reading. Make sure to focus on behavior and its consequences. The 
choices we make are followed by outcomes/what happens as a result. 

• Explain to students two-part directions: have students look over the pictures, decide which show the best choices to end 
the arguments peacefully, put an X through the bad choices, and color the good choices with crayons. 

• Assist students as they complete their worksheets processing why they chose the pictures they chose. 
• Once students have completed their work, have them sit on the carpet, read a book, and wait for others to finish. 

 
MODIFICATIONS FOR DIFFERENTIATED LEARNING 

• Visual – Discuss the pictures on the worksheets while holding one up for everyone to see. 
• Auditory – Repeat directions for worksheet several times and answer questions that are posed; use sound field 

microphone for voice clarity. 
• Kinesthetic – Allow students to sit on the floor or other areas of the classroom to complete their work if needed. 
 

EVALUATION 
• Collect worksheets and enter students’ responses into kindergarten portfolio spreadsheet. Use rubric format to assess 

student responses.  
 

CONCLUSION 
• Remind students that peace means proving you care more about each other than winning an argument and that teachers 

and classmates are watching for peace so a student from their class can be nominated to attend the Dragon Diner with Ms. 
Kenney. 
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
