Activity 1: (Individual)
Choose one of the following:

______ Point of View paragraph:  Write a paragraph that follows the format provided and answers the following question:  From whose point of view is the text written?  Why do you think the author chose this voice?

______ Textual Connections Paragraph:  Write a paragraph that follows the format provided and answers the following question:  Does something in this text remind you of something in your own life?  Explain or describe.

Activity 2: (Group)
Choose one of the following:

a. Newspaper-Write the front page of a newspaper about important events from your book.  You need to include at least 5 short articles (2 paragraphs) or 3 long articles (more than 2 paragraphs).  At least 1 article must be about the climax, 1 article about the conflict, and 1 article about the resolution.  The articles must include details related to the setting and characters of the book.
b. Time Capsule-Imagine that a character or group of characters were to create a time capsule of significant items representing the events of the book or their lives in general.  Choose items that relate to the major events in the story, including the setting, climax, conflict, and resolution.  You need to make an actual time capsule by putting the items (or models of the items) into a box.  Include a small journal/diary in the time capsule that includes an explanation as to why the items were chosen.  Be creative!

c. Paper Quilt-Each member of the group designs a square for a paper reading quilt.  Each square is based on a character or major event from the book.  Each quilt block should present significant literary information such as the characters, setting, conflict, resolution, and climax.  Each fabric square should be the same size.  Draw your design in pencil first and then paint your square or glue materials such as felt and yarn to fill in the design.  Write a quilt journal that includes information about the chosen designs, colors, and other characteristics of the quilt.
d. Scrapbook-Compile a scrapbook that the main character might have created.  Include explanations for each item you include. Include items that symbolize the setting, characters, conflict, resolution, and climax.
