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Start your story here. Do not underline your title. Do not put quotes around your title, but capitalize the beginning of each new word- like I have done. 

 You can pick either Times New Roman size 11 or Arial size 11. The template is already set to double space, so do not worry about that.  
Remember to start a new paragraph when someone new is talking. For example:

Joe asked, “What’s up?”

“Nothin’ much,” replied Bill. “What’s up with you?”

“I have a really cool writing assignment in language arts,” Joe replied excitedly.

“Cool. Tell me about it.”

“Well, we are writing a children’s book on friendship. Do you want to know the coolest part?

“Sure.”

“We get to read the books to kindergarten students at Jefferson Elementary School,” Joe said jumping up and down. 
Other examples:

“A rose,” he said, “means love.” 

 “A rose usually means love, “she said. “Sometimes it means treachery.”
